Persons who are deaf/ hearing
impaired seeking employment can register at the site; employers who wish to employ the persons
with hearing impairment can enroll on the site free of cost. It is a two-way facility to meet the
needs of persons who are deaf and the demands of the employers. The website also facilitates
professionals working in the field of hearing impairment to register for better employment prospects
while the NGOs or GOs with vacancies for the posts of special educator or audiologist can enroll
their needs on this website free of cost; both can interact too.

Consultancy Services

The Institute provides consultancy services to the industries involved in manufacture and
evaluation of hearing aids and ear protective devices like ear plugs/muffs (used to avoid ill effects
of noise). It also provides consultancy to construct audiometric rooms, as well as to set up
preschools, parent infant programmes, and speech & language therapy services. The Institute earned
a revenue of Rs.24000/- as consultancy charges in the reporting year.

Hearing Aid Sale Counter

The Institute provides facility of Hearing Aid Sale Counter where all makes and models of
hearing aids are sold 30% cheaper than the market price. The Hearing Aid Sale Counter has
benefited the clients as it saves considerable amount of their time, money and energy in procurring
the aids. During the reporting year 855 hearing aids were sold at headquarter and regional centers
and generated Rs. 3,43,873.00 as service charge.

Information and Documentation Services

Information and Documentation Services effectively link AYINIHH and its beneficiaries directly and
indirectly. Its objectives are acquisition, assimilation and dissemination of information to individuals and
organisations working in the area of hearing impairment.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of the Ali Yavar Jung National Institute for the Hearing

Handicapped, Mumbai (" the Institute”) as on 31 March 2010, the Income & Expenditure Account / Receipt
and Payment Account for the year ended on that date under section 20(1) of the comptroller and Auditor
General’s (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act 1971. The audit has been entrusted for the period
up to 2013-14.These financial statements include the accounts of the Institute’s branches at Delhi, Kolkata,
Bhubaneshwar and Secunderabad. These financial statements are the responsibility of the Institute’s
management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

This separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller and Auditor General of India
(CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best
accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observation on the
financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and
Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection
Reports / CAG's Audit Reports separately.

We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India.
These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about
whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining,
on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An
audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by the
management as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that
our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

Based on our audit, we report that:

We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and
belief, were necessary for the purpose of our audit

The Balance Sheet and Income & Expenditure Account / Receipt and payment Account dealt with
by this report have been drawn up in the format approved by Government of India.(Ministry of
Finance)

In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained by the
Institute as required under SI.No.8 of the Bye- laws in so far as it appears from our examination of
such books.

We further report that:

(i) The Institute is in possession of Boys’ and Girls” Hostel Building, residential
quarters apart from Institute’s Building itself at RC, Kolkata and RC, Bhubaneswar
and also leasehold land at Mumbai valuing Rs.20 lakh. However, the Schedule of
Fixed Assets do not include their value and the Notes to Accounts also do not
mention them.

(i) This includes Additions made to Fixed Assets of Rs.420.91 lakh. However, as
per individual accounts of Headquarters Mumbai, Regional Centres Kolkata, Delhi,
Secunderabad and Bhubaneswar, the additions made to Fixed Assets total to Rs.
443.54 lakh. These figures need reconciliation.

B. General Comments
No provision has been made in the accounts for Pension and Retirement cum Death
Gratuity on actuarial basis as required by the common format of accounts.

C. Grants-in-aid
Out of the grants-in-aid of Rs. 22.56 crore received during the year (including
unspent balance from previous year of Rs. 6.12 crore), the Institute actually
expended a sum of Rs.20.79 crore leaving a balance of Rs.1.77 crore as unutilised
grant as on 31st March, 2010. (Project wise details of grants-in-aid are enclosed
as Annexure - I).

V. Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance Sheet
and the Income & Expenditure Account/Receipt & Payment Account dealt with by this report
are in agreement with the books of accounts.

Vi. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to
us, the said financial statements, read together with the Accounting Policies and Notes on
Accounts, and subject to the significant matters stated above and other matters mentioned in
the Annexure - II to this Audit Report, give a true and fair view in conformity with accounting
principles generally accepted in India:

The Institute did not make available detailed working of the figures shown in the Balance
Sheet. However, it was also noticed that the amounts of depreciation on Furniture & Fixtures,
Rs. 0.51 lakh, Office Equipments Rs. 0.97 lakh and Technical equipment Rs.9.84 lakh have
been added to the value of the asset instead of reducing the same.

Investments from Earmarked/Endowment Funds (Schedule 9): Rs.109.74 lakh and
Investments Others (Schedule 10): Rs. 44.02 lakh

The Institute owns Fixed Deposit Certificates for Rs. 147.03 lakh. However, investments in the
balance sheet have been shown as Rs. 153.77 lakh which includes accrued interest. As such
Investments are overstated by Rs. 6.74 lakh and Current Assets are understated by equal amount.

Income and Expenditure A/c
Expenditure Rs. 1500.54 lakh
Establishment Expenses (Schedule 20): Rs. 367.21 lakh

This includes Rs.11.55 lakh being depreciation on assets. According to the common format of
accounts, this should be shown distinctly. This has resulted in overstatement of establishment
expenses of Rs.11.55 lakh.

Receipt & Payment
Receipts: Rs. 2970.68 lakh
Any other receipts: Rs.574.52 lakh GIA received for CRC, Bhopal: Rs.61.42 lakh

The Institute has received Rs.79.77 lakh as grant-in-aid for the year 2009-10 for Composite
Regional Centre (CRC), Bhopal functioning under the administrative control of the Institute since
February 2006. Of this only Rs.18.35 lakh was paid to CRC, Bhopal in 2010. The balance amount
of Rs.61.42 lakh was adjusted against advance released from the Institute’s fund. However, in
the Receipt and Payment Account, GIA received for CRC, Bhopal has been shown as Rs.61.42
lakh i.e. the net amount of grant. Further, payment to CRC, Bhopal has been shown as “Nil’. As
such, Receipt & Payment Account does not reflect the correct position of the grant received and
paid.
